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THE RATLIFF (RADCLYFFE) FAMILY TREE

The names Ratliff and Ratliffe are English. They are variants of Ratcliff and Ratcliffe, which mean "one
who came from Ratcliff, the name of several placesin England.” Ratcliff means "red cliff." Other
spellings of the name include Ratclife, Ratcleff, Ratclieff, Ratclyffe, Rattcliffe, Radclive, Radcliff,
Radcliffe, Redclyffe, and Radclyffe.

The earliest Ratliff in Americawas Captain John Ratcliffe, who commanded the ship "Discovery,"
which was one of the three ships that landed at Cape Henry, Virginiaon April 26, 1607. John Ratcliffe
was part of the first permanent English Colony settlement called Jamestown, Virginia, which was
founded on May 13, 1607. John was captured and killed by Indiansin 1610 because of afight that broke
out between the Indians and John’ s colonists while making trades with the Indian Chief Powhatan. The
next Ratliff who came to Americafrom England was Roger Ratcliffe, who was born in 1575. Roger
came to Americain 1619 with hiswife Ann and son Isaac Ratcliffe. Robert Ratcliffe came to Virginiain
1621, Thomas Ratcliffe to Plymouth, Massachusetts in 1622, Elkington Ratcliffe, a servant of Ralph
Hamor, to James City, Virginiain 1623, Philip Ratcliffe to Salem, Massachusetts in 1630, Michael
Ratcliffeto Virginiain 1634, Edward Ratcliffe to Virginiain 1641, Thomas Ratcliffe to New Castle
County, Delaware in 1642, Thomas Ratcliffe to Philadelphia, Pennsylvaniain 1648, Charles Ratcliffe to
Virginiain 1650, Thomas Ratcliffe to Americain 1656, Elizabeth Ratcliffe to Barbadoes or Jamaicain
1685, and Edward, Mary, James, Rachell, Rebecca, Richard Ratcliffe to Philadel phia, Pennsylvaniain
1685. Other Ratliffs emigrated to Americainto the 1860's.

LUCIA Married IVA DE TAILBOIS (1-1). Luciawas the daughter of Earl Aelfgar, who was the son of
Godifu "Lady Godiva' and Leofric the Great, who was the son of Leofwine.

2-1.Nicholas Fitz Gilbert (changed his name to Nicholas de Redclyffe) (Count Roger de Poitou
was given the entire lands between the Ribble and the Mersey, these lands were given unto him
by the Rising of Edgar the Aetheling in 1069, Roger divided these lands among a select few of
his barons, who in turn partitioned their holdings to their own knightsto be held for themin
vassalage by the military service) (among the knights of the Baron de Marsey was Nicholas Fitz-
Gilbert de Tailbois, ayounger son of the Baron of Kendal to whom his lord gave the manor of
Redclyffe) (most Norman surnames derived from their place of origin, however, this was not true
of Nicholas de Tailbois, whose lineage can trace both name and descent from the Norman
Conquest) (the name of Talbot was borne by many of Duke William’s followers who were not
necessarily connected by blood) (Nicholas de Tailbois wanted to shed his record of foreign origin
by assuming the style and title of an Englishman, he adopted for his surname the name of his
manor and hence was known as Sir Nicholas Redclyffe, meaning Nicholas of the Red Cliff)

2-2.Adltfred (had son Ketel who married Christina and they had son Orme who married Gunilda,
daughter of Gospatric, Earl of Northumberland) (Orme and Gunilda had son Curwens, Lord of
Workington)
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LADY GODITHA OF THE BOOTHS Married NICHOLAS DE RADECLIVE (2-1).
3-1.Matthew (he was heir of his father Nicholas)
3-2.Henry (he was one of the witnesses to the Deed of Foundation of Burscough Priory in 1124)
(he held lands in Martin and these he exchanged with the Lord of Latham for other landsin
Oswaldtwistle, that the Priory lands might be compacted)
3-3.Simon (married and had a son Alexander de Radeclive)

MATTHEW DE RADECLIVE (3-1). Wife's name unknown.

4-1.Richard (died without issue) (he gave lands to Burscough Priory in 1124) (his son William de
Radeclive died without children thus his portion of the patrimony went to heirs of Henry de
Radeclive)

HENRY DE RADECLIVE (3-2). Wife's name unknown.
6-1.Richard (died unmarried)
6-2.William (died in 1220, five years after the Magna Carta) (he succeeded his father) (he began
his inheritance some time prior to 1190, by that time the family had greatly extended their
original manor) (he was appointed High Sheriff of Lancashire) (Married Lady Ceciliade
Montbegon of Kirkland, daughter of one of the most powerful baronsin the north) (after Lady
Ceciliadied, William remarried to Eugenia, who was the daughter of Alexander, who was the son

of Uvieth) (had three sons Adam, Geoffrey, and Hugh de Redclyffe)

6-3.John (died without issue) (Married Muriel Bamville, daughter of Sir Thomas Bamville, Lord
of Stourton)

6-4.daughter (Married Robert de Entwistle, from whom descended the famous Sir Bertine
Entwistle of the Red Rose who fell at the Battle of St. Albansin 1455) (the Entwistles held land
in Redclyffein 1544, presumable part of this lady's dowry)

SIMON DE RADECLIVE (3-3). Wife's name unknown.

8-1.Alexander (had sons Adam and Peter de Redclyffe)
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LADY CECILIA DE MONTBEGON Married WILLIAM DE RADECLIVE (6-2). Lady Ceciliawas of
Kirkland, daughter of one of the most powerful baronsin the north. Montbegons had vast holdings from
the Congueror and on the creation of the Honour of Lancaster by Henry the First they were ceded further
lands. In 1149, when Stephen temporarily resigned to the Earl of Chester his lands between Ribble and
Mersey, the Montbegon holdings were exempt from the grant in adesire to retain the favor of this most
powerful baron. Several years after the death of Lady Cecilia, William remarried to Eugenia, who was
the daughter of Alexander, who was the son of Uvieth. In 1221, ayear after William died, Eugenia sued
William's son Adam de Redclyffe, for her dower in athird part of Redclyffe, Edgeworth, and Little
Lever including lands in Entwistle and Quarlton. Jordan de Quickenlos dispossessed Eugenia and held
the estate until 1246 when she recovered it upon hisfailure to appear in answer to a suit since the
boundaries of these lands had been subject to continuous dispute.

10-1.Adam (heir of hisfather) (he was a member of the jury at Lancaster Assizesin 1248)
(married a daughter of Alan de Curwen)

10-2.Geoffrey (married a daughter of Adam de Bury, from whom he received landsin Bury as
well as holdings in Redclyffe under the will of his father)

10-3.Hugh (he was given the manor of Hartshead by his father) (Married Margery de Pennington)
ALEXANDER DE REDCLY FFE (8-1). Wife's name unknown.

12-1.Adam (Married Agnes de Church, sister of Ughtred de Church) (thus conveyed into the
possession of Radeclive manor was the manor of Church which was adjacent to Oswaldtwistle)
(in 1246, Adam disputed against Adam de Redclyffe, son of William de Radeclive, the
possession of a coal mine on land in Radeclive, part of the estate of himself and his brother Peter,
the verdict was awarded against him)

12-2.Peter (married into the Hulton family and had lands in Pilsworth, although this was never a
manor, Peter assumed that name) (in 1260, Robert de Hulton gave to William de Radeclive, son
of Peter de Pilsworth, lands in Pilsworth for the yearly rent of two pair of white gloves)
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MISS DE CURWEN Married ADAM DE REDCLY FFE (10-1). Adam's wife was arelative, she was the
daughter of Alan de Curwen, who was a descendant of Gospatric, Earl of Northumberland, the Barons of
Kendal, and the Lords of Lancaster.

14-1.Robert (heir of hisfather, succeeded to Oswaldtwistle, Hartshead, and Tottington in addition
to the capital manor) (the Tottington lands were later seized by Henry de Lacy, Earl of Lincoln,
as part of the Montbegon fee when the Montbegon lands were alienated at death of Sir Robert de
Montbegon) (Married Amabil de Trafford)

14-2.William (he was a priest and in 1247 became Chaplain of the Castle of Dublin by direct
appointment of King Henry 111) (he kept the King’' s regard during the next reign and in 1280 he
attested a number of deeds at Westminster)

14-3.John (he made claims against Henry, son of Henry de Trafford, over lands in Harwood) (in
1298, he was charged, along with several others, for the murder of Andrew de Tomiz but he was
pardoned to stay in the King's service in the war of Scotland) (he was later killed in abrawl by
Peter, son of William le Bold of Redclyffe, who was imprisoned for the crime and eventually
released by the King's orders)

AGNES DE CHURCH Married ADAM DE REDCLYFFE (12-1). Agnes was the sister of Ughtred de
Church.

15-1.Peter (assumed the name of de Church and inherited his mother’ slands) (had two sons
Adam and William and a daughter Christina)

15-2.Roger

15-4.Agnes (Married Robert del Holt from whom the Holts of Stubley descended)

AMABIL DE TRAFFORD Married ROBERT DE REDCLY FFE (14-1). Amabil was the daughter of Sir
Richard de Trafford.

16-1.Richard (heir of hisfather) (shortly after entering his inheritance, he recovered the lands of
Tottington by awrit of novel disseizin) (he was a brilliant and gallant soldier serving hisKingin
the Scottish wars) (at a Privy Council held at Stirling on July 12, 1291, to Richard agrant was
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taken across the causeway of Blakesteynegge to be used to repair said causeway) (later Richard
received the appointment of Seneschal and Minister of the King's Forests of Blackburnshire)

16-2.Roger (married a daughter of Sir Robert de Bradshaw of Harwood and was granted land in
Bradshaw)

16-3.Adam (Married Avice de Birchwood, daughter of Hugh de Birchwood) (his daughter and
heiress Alice married John de Hulton, son of Henry de Hulton) (in 1327, Sir John laWarre
granted 24 acres of land and wood called Harpurhey to Adam, with the remainder to his daughter
Alice, the estate descended to the family of Hultons of Farnsworth)

16-4.Margaret (Married Richard de Hulton of Hulton Park, the heir of David de Hulton) (Richard
was a notable figure in the Scottish wars in which he served as Captain along with Margaret’ s
brother Richard de Redclyffe) (Margaret and Richard had son Richard) (after she remarried to
Geoffrey de Chadderton) (her second marriage to Geoffrey de Chadderton was responsible for
the Redclyffes of Chadderton)

MISS DE BOTELER Married RICHARD DE REDCLY FFE (16-1). Richard’ s wife was the daughter of
William de Boteler, Baron of Warrington.

18-1.Richard (died in 1324, in Bury) (he entered Holy Orders)

18-2.William (born about 1280, at the Redclyffe Tower-died in 1333) (succeeded his father at the
Tower of Redclyffe)

18-3.Robert (he came into possession of the manor of Pilsworth) (Married Mary de Bury,
daughter of Adam de Bury) (Robert and Mary had son Ralph, who died without issue) (remarried
to Margaret, Lady of the Booths, in 1305) (Margaret was the daughter of Robert de Shoresworth
and widow of Henry de Worsley) (Robert and Margaret had two sons William de Redclyffe of
Smithills and John, Rector of Bury) (after Robert died, Margaret remarried to his cousin Robert,
son of Roger de Redclyffe who was in possession of Ordsall)

18-4.Adam (died in 1331) (he entered Holy Orders)
18-5.John (he was the founder of the line of Redclyffes of Ordsall)
18-6.Elizabeth (Married Nicholas de Townsend)

18-7.Amabel (Married Adam de Tetlow) (had daughter Joan who married Richard de Langely of
Agecroft)

18-8.Margaret (Married Henry de Bury) (she became ruler of Bury Town when her husband was
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dain at Bury in 1315 by patisans of Adam de Banastre) (she was known as Great Dame Margery,
Lady of Bury)

18-9.Alicia (married a Hesketh of Hesketh)

MARGARET DE PEASFURLONG Married WILLIAM RADCLY FFE (18-2) in 1303. Margaret was
the daughter of Elizabeth Culcheth and Adam de Peasfurlong. Margaret was a granddaughter of Gilbert
Culcheth.

20-1.Richard (born in 1305, at the Redclyffe Tower-died in 1375, about age 70) (he was a
contemporary of Geoffrey Chaucher) (Married Isabel de Plessington) (lived at Radclyffe Tower)

|sabel was from Wymersley, Lancaster, daughter and heiress of Robert de Pleasington.

Holland and Sir John Tempest of Bracewell) (Margaret de Holland was the daughter of Sir

24-3.Robert (Married Katherine de Molyneaux, her third marriage) (Katherine was the daughter
of Sir Thomas de Molyneaux of Cuerdale, who was killed at the battle of Radcote Bridge in
1837) (he possessed the manor of Osbaldestone and continued to live there after the death of his
wife) (his son and heir Thomas, born in 1415, did not keep the manor of his father's death

24-4.1sabel (Married William de Barton of Fryton in Rydale, Lord of Middleton) (had son Ralph
de Barton)
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ELENA Married THOMAS RADCLY FFE (22-3). Elenamay be identified with the lady of that name
who was daughter and co-heiress, with her sister Cecily, of Ellen and Hugh de Tyldesley. In 1344, Elena
and Cecily confirmed the grant of Astley manor to the Radclyffes.
